Interested students will: 

 Return their completed application with parental consent to Project WORTH. 
 Undergo selection process with potential interview. 
 Be notified of whether or not they were selected for the initiative. 
 

Selected ME NOW Teen Ambassadors will demonstrate most of the following: 
 Time commitment to the campaign 
 Academic achievement (C average or better) 
 Goal of getting an education beyond high school (trade/associate/bachelor’s, etc.) 
 Leadership in school and extracurricular activities (but not necessary) 
 Active on campus (but not necessary) 
 Few disciplinary referrals 
 

Responsibilities/duties of selected ME NOW Teen Ambassador: 
 Receive orientation to the initiative 

o Be given a MNBL campaign T-shirt, wristbands for themselves and to distribute to 
their peers. 

 Receive trainings during after-school and or summer on topics such as Relationships and 
Romance: What is Healthy?, Sexually Transmitted Diseases-HIV/AIDS, Goals and Dreams, 
Dealing with Peer Pressure, Abstinence and Contraception. 

 Will be expected to promote the MNBL campaign with their peers 
 Will be expected to attend most press conferences and other related events. A few activities 

are during the day (1 to 2 hours per event) but most related activities are after-school. 
 
Parental consent for participation 

 During recruitment, teens who pick up an application will also receive a parental consent 
form. You must obtain parental consent when turning in your application to Project 
WORTH.
